Violation of this rule would 
constitute a 1st degree criminal misdemeanor and be punishable by a fine of not more than $10,000 and/or by 6 months in jail for further information please regarding 
the handling of waste tires please visit the DEP website http://www.dep.state.fl.us/ .
